The greateft Monarchs in all Ages, as-well
of Afia and Africa as of Eurspe, have been En-
couragers of the Royal Art, and many of them
have prefided as Grand-Mafters over the Mafonsin
their refpe€tive Dominions, not thinking it any
Diminution' to their Imperial Dignities to lve/
themfelves with their Brethren in Mafonry, and
toatt as they did. The World’s great Architet is
our fupreme Mafter, and the unerring Rule he has
given us, is that by which we work, "Religious
Difputes
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Difputes are never fuffered in the Lodge, for as .
Mafons, ‘we only purfue the univer(al Religion, or "L
the Religion of Nature: This is the Cement which
unites Men of the moft different Principles in one
facred Band, and brings together thofe who were
the moft diftant from one another.
THERE are three general Heads of Duty which
Mafons ought always to inculcate, viz. to God,
our Neighbours, and ourfelves.

In the State a Mafon is to bebave as a peacea-
ble and dutiful Subje&, conforming chearfully to
" the Government under which be lives: He is to
pay a due Deference to his Superiors, and from his
Inferiors he is rather to receive Honour with fome
Relu&tance, than toextort it : He is to be a Man
of Bencvolence and Charity, not fitting down
_contented while his Fellow-Creatures (but much
more his Brethren) are in Want, and it is in his
Power,
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Power, without prejudicing himfelf or Familj %o
relieve them, In the Lodge he is to behave with
all due Decorum, left the Beauty and Harmony
thereof fhould be difturbed and broke. Heisto
be obedient to the Mafter, and prefiding Officers,
and to 2pply himfelf clofely to the Bufinefs of Ma-
fonry, that he may fooner become a Proficient
therein, both for his own Credit, and for that of
the Lodge. He is not to negle& his own necef-
fary Avocations for the Sake of Mafonry, nor to
jnvolve himfelf in Quarrels with thofe who through
Ignorance may fpeak evil of, or ridicule it.

Nothing can prove
more fhocking to all faithful Mafons than tofeeany
of their Brethren profane, or break through the
facred Rules of their Order, and fuch as can do it
thzy wifh had never been admitted.
